COMMUNITY FIRST RESP ONDERS.

Community First Responders are volunteers in our local communities who have been trained and assessed
by North West Ambulance Service in basic life support skills and the use of oxygen and automated exter-
nal defibrillators. When an emergency ambulance is dispatched to a patient with a potentially life threat-
ening condition Responders are alerted by pager and attend the scene to provide treatment, care and sup-
port in the vital minutes before the ambulance arrives.

Hawkshead and Satterthwaite Community First Responders started in 2003. We have approximately 15
active Responders who have access to equipment at 5 sites in Hawkshead, Sawrey, Wray, Satterthwaite
and Rusland. We would like to increase the number of Responders to enhance our ability to reach patients
quickly. Ambulances attending incidents in our area will not usually be any closer than Ambleside or Ul-
verston, and may be much further away, so local Responders can attend much more quickly and make a
real difference. On average we are called to about 30 incidents per year spread across the whole of our

A HAWKSHEAD WINTEROGS TALE

Friday 11th February 1853; a bitterly cold day. Michael and Isabella Taylor were living in Ambleside with
their children, Thomas, 6, Elizabeth, 3, and a six month old baby, William. At the time Michael, a waller,
was working away on a job in Coniston. But on that day, despite the weather, Isabella felt a compelling
urge to see her husband. Wrapping the children up and with the babe in arms she set off to find him.
Walking through Clappersgate, she crossed the Brathay, followed the road to Pullwood, and then
trudged up the hill past the Barngates Inn and onward to High Cross. As they progressed it started to
snow and the children, cold and weary, started to fret and cry. At Hawkshead Hill she decided that they
could go no further and turned to re-trace her steps. But, she had reached the end of her tether.

At about the same time young Anthony Atkinson, who
walking back home from Coniston. As he passed the point where Tenter Beck passes under the road,
halfway between Summerhill and Betty Fold, he heard sobbing coming from the gill. Investigating, he
discovered young Thomas in tears by the side of the beck. Then he noticed to his horror Isabella and the
baby lying in the icy beck with only their faces above the water, with Elizabeth alongside, face down.
Believing Elizabeth to be dead he pulled Isabella out of the water, snatched up the baby, and ran to a
nearby house, High House, (Now Hill Cottage near Yewfield). The housewife Mrs Susannah Forsyth
quickly stripped the baby and wrapped it in a warm blanket to revive it. Then, together with a neighbour

they returned to the beck to find Isabella sitting
nei ghbouroés house stripped and dried her and wrap
Elizabet hds body. Astonishingly she was stil!/ aliv

doctor was sent for, and amazingly, they all recovered.

Most people would now recognise the events as resulting from post-natal depression, but the law in
those days took a sterner view. Isabella was charged with attempted murder, remanded in prison, and

on 26" February put on trial at Lancaster Assizes. The Judge heard evidence of the events and from
medical witnesses including the local doctor, Alexander Gibson. Fortunately in summing up he drew the
right conclusion and directed the jury to find 1|s
insane. The story however, has a happy ending. The 1861 census shows the family living in Chapel Stile

with all children, plus another daughter Margaret born in 1855, which means Isabella cannot have been
committed for too long.

So, the next time you walk down the lane from Summerhill towards Betty Fold, pause a moment to re-
member t hat winterds day 150 year s, when, but for
local folk, a small drama could so easily have turned into tragedy.

This true story is based the trial report in the Preston Chronicle 26" Feb. 1853- and a
little detective work.
