Dear Friends, 
 

ĳIt is better to give than to receiveĴ we are told, and of course this is true. There are many people 
who think that human beings are not particularly generous, that we are rather better at receiv-
ing than giving. All around them they see how people try to get as much as they can from life, 
without giving all that much in return. The question on peopleĴs lips and in their hearts often 
seems to be ĳwhat can I get?Ĵ rather than ĳwhat can I give?Ĵ And it is true that ideas of sacrifice 
and service seem curiously quaint and naïve. Even churches sometimes find themselves won-
dering what they can get from the community around them before they ask themselves what 
they have to give. 
I think the people who see only this lack of generosity are putting us down unnecessarily. In the 
right circumstances people are pretty good at giving of themselves. And most people at some 
stage in their lives will give something to somebody else that really costs them, particularly 
within families. I have often seen people in some way threaten their own comfort with their 
generosity. What more could we ask? 
Actually, I suspect that many of us are oddly poor at receiving. If somebody is very generous to 
us, then we become a little suspicious. We wonder what the hidden agenda is and what we will 
owe in return. We fear that by receiving charity we appear weak and powerless. 
Although on the whole it is better to give than to receive, receiving can be pretty good, if we 
manage to do it properly. Christmas, I believe, is more about receiving than about giving. This 
may seem an odd thing for me to say. I do not mean that is about what presents we receive and 
unwrap. Instead, it is about receiving the greatest gift of them all -  the fact that God Almighty 
became human and shared his life among us. The God we believe in is not distant and remote; 
he is immediate and alongside us, intimately involved in the nitty-gritty of his creation. This is 
what Christmas is about: it is about receiving a gift so enormous the world cannot contain it; a 
gift so generous, it is beyond our comprehension. All we have to do is swallow our pride and 
accept it graciously 
I wish all of you a very happy Christmas and New Year.

Bible Reading  
On Thursday, October 20

, Churches Together in Hawkshead helped to mark the Year of the 

Bible by holding a Public Reading of the Gospels in Hawkshead Parish Church. Children from 

Hawkshead School took it in turns to read for the first hour, and then local people continued in 

half-hour slots. Various translations of the Bible were used which included the Authorised 

Version, Greek, Latin and various modern translations. The Reading took nearly 11 hours. 

 

THE MARKET HALL  

The September Link gave notice of the AGM and of the progress on improving the Lower Floor 

with the installation of a proper kitchen. The AGM duly took place, and the minutes are available 

on the Market Hall noticeboard. 

The Lower Floor works have taken longer than the Trustees would have wished but they are now 

complete apart from the kitchen and lobby floor which will be done ï we hope ï by the time you 

read this. The boiler room has been reconfigured to provide a proper kitchen ï double oven, five-

burner hob, fridge, microwave, hot water boiler and appropriate sinks. The Lower Room 

(capacity 60) has been redecorated and new lights installed. The old ñLock-upò has been re-

floored and is now a properly usable store. 

The new kitchen not only meets important current hygiene and safety requirements ï which the 

old arrangements certainly did not ï but also provides a facility for lunches, dinners and fully-

catered parties. We hope that this will prove an attractive facility, for example for wedding recep-

tions, and lead to an increase in usage of the Market Hall, as well as meeting the requirements of 

existing users. 

These enhancements  have shown up the need for improving the upstairs kitchen/tea-point, and 

the redecoration of the Upper Room (the Assembly Hall) together with the staircase and lobby. 

The Trustees are taking forward plans on all these points. 

Please consider the Market Hall if you are thinking of holding any substantial function in the vil-

lage. Hire of the Lower Room is a very reasonable £6.60 per hour for non-commercial users 

(£9.90 for commercial users). Paul Gregson on 36452 will be happy to take your booking.
