Denr Friends,

A while ago I read an article which appealed to me. It was about the Levi Jeans in Oxford Street in
London. Apparently in the shop there is a machine, which looks a little like Doctor Who’s Tardis.
You step into it, and with the help of lasers, you are precisely measured. You then tell the shop as-
sistant the style of jeans you would like, and a few days later a parcel is sent to you with a pair of
jeans which fit you exactly.

Imagine if something similar could be fitted to a church door. We would use it to measure your
spiritual needs. A quick zap in the intellifit spiritual scanner and a church service would be con-
structed that exactly fits what you would want. You would have exactly the hymns and songs and
music you like. The sermon would be exactly what you wanted to hear, and it would be exactly the
right length- or maybe there would be no sermon at all. And the style of the worship would be per-
fect and so on.

But before we get too enthusiastic and wonder how much such a machine might cost, we had better
remember that perhaps such a contraption wouldn’t work, not least because worship is not about
individual consumers. It is about the community and more importantly it is about God being re-
vealed through Jesus Christ. Church will never fit us like a pair of body scanned laser fitted Levi
jeans might fit us. It is not about making me feel good. It is about worshipping God.

So although no particular church will fit us exactly in the way that our consumerist age might de-
mand, what our churches are talking about does fit us. God recognises that we are all individuals,
all different. God loves each of us, and we each have a place in his Kingdom, a place that willfit us
exactly, more precisely than ever could be achieved with lasers.

HAWKSHEAD ARTISTS No2 TOM COWPER ESSEX

Tom was the son of Henry Swainson Cowper H
ure, flower and portrait painter with professional soldiering. He exhibited in several London Galleries be-
tween 1890 and 1906. There have been several articles about him in the Link. That for December/January
2007 was about his portrait of Sylvia Heelis, painted as a wedding present. This was offered to me for my
Hawkshead wall in my home in Preston on condition I collected it from his home near Appleby. Sylvia
was to be married in Ceylon to George Wood Usher whose parents lived at Windy How during the Great
War. When the Ushers returned from Ceylon they lived in the building now called Poppi Red. Rather
than bring Sylviaés portrait back to Preston |
| discovered the fAsoldieringo part of his | ife
Fulwood Barracks. In the Loyals Archives room there are several mentions of Colonel Cowper Essex.
During the Great War he commanded the 3™ (Reserve) Battalion and there is a photograph of the Officers
with Tom in the centre of the front row.
In 1927 he had a severe cold and went on a tour of France with his chauffeur hoping to cure it. Returning
they called at a cemetery at Rheims. Stepping out of his car he was struck by a passing motorist and killed
He is buried in our churchyard to the right of the top of the steps (Benefice website AAO1). He paid for
two stained glass windows in the church: one for his Mother and one for his Father.
