Dear Friends, 

I have a friend who is a vicar in Birmingham. In fact he is actually vicar of Spaghetti Junction 
(that is not the proper name of the parish and it includes more than just the famous junction). 
He and I must have two of the most contrasting places of work in the Church of England. 
As summer approaches and the roads get busier, perhaps Hawkshead will come to feel to has-
sled locals a bit more like Spaghetti Junction, but I don’t think my friend would recognise it as 
such. He would laugh at me if I complained about the volume of traffic in these parts, and 
rightly so. 
Although the pace of life is slower here than it is in other parts of the country, we still get frus-
trated by delays and little inconveniences, at least I do. Even here, we find ourselves rushing 
from one thing to another. While it is good to be busy and all of us are capable of doing a lot of 
important and worthwhile activities, and it is undeniably frustrating to be delayed, we need to 
remember that pausing is often a good thing to do. It is good to stop the rushing, the constant 
doing, and relish a moment or two of quietness. Quietness is even more important than ever in 
our loud and fast lives. We need silence. We need to learn what silence is. We need silence to 
make sense of the words we use and to make room for the unspoken. And we will find that si-
lence is often more eloquent than speech because it is deeper and more complete. I know I 
should be careful of rash generalisations, but do I dare to suggest that a moment or two of si-
lence in beautiful surroundings can be a spiritual experience for anybody, whether or not they 
are comfortable with the language of religion? 
The vicar of Spaghetti Junction is much better at finding and using silence than I am, which 
only serves to remind me how privileged we are to live in a place where silence comes on tap, 
and how we can so easily take it for granted.

CHRISTIAN AID WEEK 
 

Christian Aid Week runs from 15 to 21 May this year. As usual, the churches in Hawkshead and 

Sawrey have come together to support Christian Aid. With this copy of The Link, you will find a 

Christian Aid envelope and, if you would like to make a contribution (better still, if you are able, 

ñGift Aidò it) someone will call during Christian Aid week to collect if from you. 

Christian Aid is not a missionary organisation. It seeks to give practical expression to Christian teach-

ing by helping, at grassroots level, some of the poorest communities across the world. Here is one 

story about its work. 

Coffee is important for many of us. Some canôt start the day without it.   For the people of Jinotega, 

Nicaragua, itôs a means of transforming the life of their community. Five years ago, Eladio Sime·n 

Pinedaôs community was a group of poor farm labourers.  
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Then Christian Aid partner Soppexcca (pronounced so-pecks-ka) offered them credit to establish 

themselves as coffee farmers and supported them to work together as a cooperative. 

The coffee farmers of La Paz del Tuma have only been working with Soppexcca for a short time, and 

their lives are already changing for the better. The credit which Soppexcca gave to Eladio and the 

other farmers has been vital in getting them started. The cooperative has a community fund that will 

be used to achieve the dreams which Eladio and his fellow farmers once thought were out of their 

reach. 

 óOne day we will have a school on this land, clean water and latrines,ô says Eladio who knows that 

transformation is possible. He is driven by the example of a nearby community which Soppexcca 

have supported by for 12 years. Here they have established a school and a health centre for their com-

munity. 

By getting involved in Christian Aid Week, you can support the hopes the people of La Paz del Tuma 

ï and thousands more like them - and help to make this transformation possible. 
 

¶  Soppexccaôs support for coffee cooperatives like La Paz del Tuma and Los Alpes allows 

 communities to see a bigger picture, full of possibilities for the future. 

¶ £14 could buy enough coffee seeds to plant a 0.7 hectare plot of coffee and start one farmer on the 

 path out of poverty. 

¶ £2,170 could pay for a processing plant, allowing farmers to process the coffee they have grown 

 and then sell it for a better price.

HAWKSHEAD ARTISTS    No3 

CHARLOTTE JOAN WORTHINGTON  

 

Joan was born near Liverpool in 1911. Her mother, Gertrude Atkinson, was a sculptress and her fa-

ther was a miller.  Joanôs love of the Lakes began in the early 1920s when the family holidayed at 

Hill Top at Cunsey. After School, Joan studied at Liverpool Art College. She met her future husband, 

Leslie Worthington while working on a farm. The War came and Leslie was abroad with the Fleet 

Air Arm. Joan worked for the Admiralty at Bath as an illustrator. On the 29th November 1947 they 

were married in Hawkshead church. Rev. M. Pryce Jones conducted the service. 

In the 1950s they held summer schools at Hill Top. Leslie would ferry the students across Winder-

mere in his ancient motor boat ñWhite Owlò. They would thankfully disembark and head for Silver-

holme Cottage, their accommodation. Between them Leslie and Joan taught several subjects; visiting 

Professors filled the gaps. 

Lack of space precludes an account of their lives after this or the full extent of their artistic talents. 

The couple separated in 1962. Later, when the Lakes got crowded, Joan moved to France with her 

daughter, Jane. They settled in the mountainous Drome area, a place loved by artists, writers, poets 

and musicians. Although she revelled in her new home Joanôs heart was still in the Lake District. 

Leslie died in 2002 and was buried at St.Peterôs at Sawrey.  To see one of Joanôs pictures, visit the 

Market Hall. Turn left at the inner door. In the corner there is painting of the Market Hall and Church 

Hill copied by Joan from an earlier painting that was fading away (many thanks Joan for saving this 

for us).
