Dear Friends, 
Martin Rinkart was a Lutheran pastor in Germany who lived in the first half of the sev-
enteenth century and was a relatively young pastor during the Thirty Years War that 
wrought untold devastation as one region of Germany invaded another for nearly two 
generations continuously. His home town was Eilenburg, a walled city which became a 
refugee centre for thousands of people. During one year alone, a year in which plague 
and pestilence followed the ravages of war, Pastor Rinkart buried over 4000 people. 
 
Think of the weariness, the fatigue, the pointlessness, futility in living. No wonder he had 
trouble finding the faith to say his prayers. So rather than say them, he found it easier to 
sing them. You may not be familiar with the name, Martin Rinkart, but you may well 
have heard of a particular thanksgiving he wrote to be sung with his young family be-
fore an evening meal during those desperate times. It is a popular hymn and it goes:  
 
Now thank we all our God, with heart and hands and voices 
Who wondrous things hath done, in whom this world rejoices; 
Who from our mothers arms, hath blessed us on the way  
With countless gifts of love, and Still is ours today  
 
O may this bounteous God through all our life be near us,  
With ever joyful hearts and blessed peace to cheer us; 
And keep us in GodĴs grace, And guide us when perplexed, 
And free us from all ills in this world and the next.  
 
It was the gift of music that enabled there to be prayer.

ñChildren of Hopeò in Kendal Church 

Holy Trinity Parish Church, Kirkland, Kendal, is hosting an unusual Photographic Exhibi-

tion from 14th October to 12th November. 

Entitled ñChildren of Hopeò, the evocative black-and-white photographs illustrate the life 

of a group of street children in Kasese, south-western Uganda. The photographer, award-

winning photojournalist Carol Allen-Storey, spent time with these youngsters in November 

2009, getting to know them, and hearing their stories of how they ended up living on the 

streets and searching for scraps of food in the town rubbish dumps; but as well as the 

wretchedness, she discovered the ways in which they care for each other, and some of their 

hopes for the future. Her captions to her photographs movingly describe these. 
 

The Exhibition is being mounted by a Cumbria-based charity, ñKasese Street Kidsò, 

started and run by retired Barrow Vicar Christopher Jenkin and his wife Mary (http://

kasesestreetkids.blogspot.com). They met this group of street children when visiting 

Uganda with missionary friends in March 2008, and felt powerfully moved to take action 

to help them. Since then over £35,000 has been raised, and a substantial Hostel has been 

built (though still unfinished). They were given permission by Carol Allen-Storey to use 

her photographs to raise awareness of the plight of these children ï ñto give a voice to the 

voicelessò, as she said. 
 

The Exhibition is open on weekdays from 11 a.m. to 4 p.m., and at other times by arrange-

ment (phone 01539 624410).
