I have some relations who live in the United States. It is a country which, in many ways, 

despite having the same language, seems more foreign to me than European countries like 

France or Italy. 

Visitors to the States often comment on the friendliness of the people. In many parts of 

America, they wear their friendliness on their sleeves. But after a while many British peo-

ple find themselves looking forward to getting back to the more reserved friendliness they 

find here. The whole óHave a nice dayô thing is great for a while, but it doesnôt come natu-

rally to some of us on this side of the Atlantic. 

But that doesnôt mean that we do badly for friendliness and kindness here. I know that 

there are many bad things in our society, and they make the news and the letter pages and 

our conversations. As I write this, the riots that plagued certain English cities are still very 

much on the news and we are shocked by what people are capable of. 

It is easy to forget, though, that people are capable of great goodness as well. I still believe 

that most people are decent for most of the time. Obviously people do bad things. All of us 

can be selfish and greedy and petty, but if we were to make a catalogue of all the sins of 

our community, we would need a much larger catalogue to write down all the quiet, altru-

istic, unmeasured goodness that flows from the people around us. 

It is rather un-English to celebrate such a thing, but there is much to celebrate in the uncal-

culated goodness of ordinary people who in small ways brighten the lives of others, with-

out any blowing of trumpets.

When Satterthwaite School closed the site was sold to Mitre Housing for affordable 
dwellings. The construction of these dwellings will soon be completed. Part of the pro-
ceeds of the sale of the site was used to set up a registered charity; the trustees are the 
vicar and churchwardens of Satterthwaite and Rusland Churches. 
The charity is able to make modest grants to young people aged  19 years or under for 
purposes connected to Church of England religious education. Applicants (or organisa-
tions who work with this age group) should be based in Rusland, Satterthwaite, Hawk-
shead or Sawrey. The trustees can in appropriate cases consider organisations based in 
the Windermere Deanery. 
The trustees take a wide view as to that which constitutes religious education and in par-
ticular encourage applications from those involved in church orientated activities such 
as church music, bell ringing and pupilĴs projects about churches and/or church activi-
ties.

We have ambitious plans to im-

prove the upstairs kitchen, improve the insulation and redecorate internally. We also need to 

install a fire-detection system. 

The Trustees wish to record their gratitude for financial contributions from the WI and others, 

for much professional and technical support provided gratis by members of the community 

(including from amongst their own number) and to Paul Gregson for his on-going commitment 

as caretaker. 

The Trustees are determined to provide a Hall which meets the needs of 21st century Hawk-

shead and is an efficient building of which we can all be proud.  The majority of Trustees are ap-

pointed by the various groups who are the main users of the Hall: four are directly elected at the 

AGM. We would welcome volunteers to join the latter. Anyone interested should please contact 

me or the Hon Secretary, Gordon Hall.
